Does Burundi have solar power?

Burundi has natural conditions favourable to the sustainable use of water and solar energy or wind power. The

solar potential of Burundi is very interesting. The average annual power received is around 2000 kWh /

m&#178; per year, equivalent to the best European regions (southern Mediterranean).

 

Where is a solar power station located in Burundi?

The power station is located in the settlement of Mubuga,in the Gitega Province of Burundi,approximately

15.2 kilometres (9 mi),northeast of the city of Gitega,the political capital of that country.  This power station is

the first grid-connected solar project developed by an IPP in Burundi.

 

Will Burundi bring solar power to COP26 Gitega?

7.5 MW utility-scale power plant increases East African country's generation capacity by more than 10% on

the eve of COP26 Gitega,Burundi - 25 October 2021: A multinational effort to bring solar power to Burundi

has been realizedwith the commercial operation of the country's first-ever solar field.

 

Why is Burundi launching a power generation master plan?

The project aims to support the development of a power generation master plan expected to highlight the

various renewable energy options for Burundi in the 'power generation segment', paving the way for strong

private sector participation which is critical for meeting the massive challenges of the power sector in the

country.

According to Geoff Sinclair,Managing Director of Camco Clean Energy,which manages REPP: &quot;Once

built,the solar plant will add nearly 15% to Burundi's generation capacity using clean energy.&quot;(This

passage directly answers the question about the impact on the energy sector.)
